This issue... From the Editor’s Desk...
India can set a Global Example using 
Artificial Intelligence (AI) for Social Good
Prime Minister Narendra Modi while 
inaugurating the Wadhwani Institute for 
Artificial Intelligence (AI) in Mumbai delivered 
an impressive speech emphasized on how 
AI truly can transform lives by accelerating 
social development. His view is that while 
countries like the US and China have moved 
very far ahead in applying AI for commercial 
and other purposes, India can set a global 
example in applying for social good. The 
first thing that the wadhwanis did was they 
started discussions with senior people in 
various ministries to identify very large 
potential use cases in health care agriculture 
and education which are amenable to being 
addressed by AI. TB is a high priority sector 
for the government and the Wadhawani’s 
started speaking to the Health Ministry and 
are working on five solutions to assist in the 
diagnosis and treatment of TB. With maternal 
and infant mortality, they have resorted to AI 
applications in areas like how to detect high 
risk pregnancies well before delivery takes 
place; which people have these troublesome 
deliveries and what complications might 
happen. When it comes to agriculture, 40% of 
the crop grown globally are lost due to pests. 
They have developed a way for cotton farmers 
to determine if their crops have pests and the 
kind of pesticide that needs to be used. 

Building fundamental AI models is very 
complex and resource-intensive. For this 
key components in place is needed which is 
happening in India. We need a very robust 
research and educational infrastructure to 
train people in AI. Machine learning and data 
sciences, is also growing rapidly in India. 
Thirdly we need a strong data infrastructure 
with good quality data sets. The good news 
is that the Indian government does have 
access to large data sets but obviously you 
have to be very careful about confidentiality 
and privacy. For consummation of this one 
should aim really high, work really hard and 
belief in yourself. Since there is high degree 
of risk involved, you have to believe in 
yourself because there are always obstacles, 
mistakes, external environment changes and 
competition. Entrepreneurs often run out of 
cash and only their self-belief keeps them 
going. But P.M.Modi had rightly focused on 
the point of positive thinking that the direction 
advancements go in is determined by human 
intention. If the intent is bad, the outcome is 
also bad. Hence it should be on the bolstering 
of the national development. The otherside 
of the matter is that regulations are needed 
and that is being discussed by governments 
across the world, including India. Hope, 
the discussions will have to evolve as the 
technologies do.
